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ROAD & CARPARK SAFETY REMINDER:

In our final Newsletter for Term 3, we alerted our parent community to

concerning driver behaviour in and around our school, in particular the carpark
area adjacent to the TCC, near Gate 7. Unfortunately we have received two further
reports this week.

Please remember to:

e Respect and obey the NZ Road Rules, by reducing your speed around our
school

e Stop and look for pedestrians. Be mindful of children walking out onto the
crossing.

We understand that drop-off and pick-up times can be very busy but the safety of
our students is our top priority. We ask parents to please walk your children to the gate and collect them from
inside the school gate to keep them safe.

We wish to remind all our school families that young children are at higher risk as pedestrians in car parks,
especially if not supervised by an adult because:

1. They are still developing their directional hearing and peripheral vision. They are smaller in stature,
which makes it difficult for them to see past parked cars. They can be impulsive, unpredictable, easily
distracted and have a limited concept of danger.

2. They have difficulty judging the speed and distance of oncoming vehicles.

Please drive slowly and make sure you are absolutely certain where children are, before moving your car.

If you missed the Newsletter communication sent home to school families at
the end of last term, we are again partnering with St Peters Swim School, to have
Learn-to-Swim lessons operating from our school pool for the last four weeks of this
term, continuing in Term 1 2026. If you haven't already registered, bookings are still
open. Please see information below, for how to book.

Dear Families,

We are pleased to let you know that our Learn to Swim Lessons at
Tamahere Model Country School are back again! They are open
now and available to book online. These lessons are available to any
school age child whether they are St Peter's Swim School student
or not. Lessons in Levels Goldfish — Seals will be taught at Tamahere
and can be booked though our customer portal.

These lessons will be run in the Tamahere Model Country School heated outdoor pool.
While the pool is heated, being outdoors with varied air temperatures and element
conditions will keep the water fresh. We suggest long sleeve togs and rash shirts for the
children who may be sensitive to the cold.

Our lessons at Tamahere will follow the same detailed lesson plans as our Learn to Swim
Lessons at St Peters and will be run by members of our current fantastic team.

Lessons will run daily Monday — Wednesday from 3pm - 6pm froom Monday November
10" — Wednesday December 10" and again in Term 1 Monday 9" Feb - Wednesday
March 11th.

Please note that when enrolling your student, your booking will automatically roll over
between the terms and you do not need to book twice for Term 4 and Term 1.

Please note that if you currently have an enrolment at St Peters Swim School, it can be
transferred to Tamahere, however there is no guarantee that the same space will be
available after these lessons finish.

All health and safety aspects of our lessons will apply here.
This includes:

* All children under the age of 8 will always require a guardian with them during
their lessons.

* Lessons will only be cancelled in the event of thunder and lightning.

These lessons will be charged via the St Peter’s Swim School Direct Debit system monthly.
It will consider how many lessons you will have in the calendar month to adjust for the
Christmas break and public holidays. As you are charged monthly (1* of the month), and
we know how life changes quickly, if you require a change or cancellation of these lessons,
you will be able to do so by letting us know before the next Direct Debit run. This is
explained further in our terms and conditions.

Unfortunately, these lessons will not be included in our “make up” offer. The programme
is small and there are not the options to offer them. Thank you for your understanding
with this.

All children will require caps and goggles for their lessons. This streamlines interruptions
and hugely helps maintain the hygiene of the pool.
